early age (first full size quilt made at
age 13), she didn't get into organized
quilting until 1986, when she joined
her first guild. She likes all the facets
of the quilt making process, from de-
signing to the hand quilting.

Jeanne is an expert on the Kansas
City Star quilt patterns. The Star's first
official book on the patterns -- "Star
Quilts: The Legendary Kansas City
Star Quilt Patterns" -- featured pat-
terns redrafted by Jeanne. Jeanne in
turn lectures widely about the pat-
terns.

She is a member of the Starlight
Quilters Guild, Kansas Quilters Or-
ganization, Missouri State Quilters
Guild, AQS, NQA, Heartland Quilt
Network, Legler Barn Quilters and
Quilt Sitters Circle. She also was a
member of the Liaison Committee for
all volunteers for Quilters Unlimited
Showcase and Coordinator for the
Kansas City Quilting and Sewing Expo. She has been an instructor for the Johnson County Parks and
Recreation Department for six years and has lectured at the Kansas City Fabric Expo for shop owners
and at the annual three-day Women's Weekend Convention.
